LAUREL ELLIOTT (Hélène Joy) has moved to the beautiful but isolated wilderness of 
Desolation Sound with her daughter and her emotionally distant and frequently absent 
husband, MICHAEL (Ian Tracey). The seeming calm of their rural existence is shaken by the
unexpected arrival of Laurel’s lifelong friend ELIZABETH (Jennifer Beals).  
 
Michael’s apprehension of Elizabeth’s arrival belies a secret past, a secret that Elizabeth is no
longer willing to hide.  
 
Once Elizabeth has Laurel to herself she drunkenly exposes Michael’s secret. An argument 
and tussle ensues, ending with horrific abruptness when Elizabeth falls to her death.  
 
Laurel turns for help to her only friend BENNY (Lothaire Bluteau), a recluse attempting to 
escape from his own demons in the wilds of Desolation Sound. Together they hide Elizabeth’s
body. 
 
Obsessed by guilt, Laurel slowly begins to absorb the persona of Elizabeth. DOUG 
SHEPPARD (Ed Begley Jr.), a lonely small town Sheriff, becomes increasingly drawn to 
Laurel as she explores her new identity.   
 
A cinematic noir with deep psychological undertones, Desolation Sound tracks the 
disintegration and resurrection of a woman struggling to come to terms with the death of her
friend.
